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The ECC Consultation process regarding draft new ECC Decisions. 
CEPT ECC Decisions are measures on significant harmonisation matters. 
In accordance with the Rules of Procedure of the ECC Decisions should be the outcome of any decision making process on matters of significant harmonisation in the electronic communications regulatory field, within the context of the long term ECC strategy and policy.
A draft Decision agreed by the responsible group for public consultation will be placed on the FTP server, and the Members will be notified of this by the Office using e-mail including the information of the names of any Members which opposed the draft Decision. The reason for opposition should also be given.  Providing no objections to proceed to public consultation are received by the Office from any Member within 2 weeks of this notification, the draft Decision shall be adopted for public consultation to be carried out during a minimum period of two months. If such an objection is received, the draft Decision shall be placed on the agenda of the next Plenary for consideration for public consultation. 
The draft text as adopted for consultation by the responsible working group or by the Plenary shall be subject to public consultation for a minimum of two months.  The draft text will be published on the Office web site specifying the deadline for comments, and their recipient. 

If the schedule of meetings allows, the responsible group shall consider the results of the

public consultation and shall present proposals to the Plenary on how to incorporate the

results of the public consultation into the text of the draft Decision. If the schedule of

meetings does not allow this procedure the Chairman of the responsible group shall 

present the results of the public consultation directly to the Plenary

The Plenary shall consider the results of the consultation together with the proposals from the responsible group, or its Chairman, when adopting the draft Decision. 

Members intending to implement a Decision shall write to the ECC Chairman within 2 months of the approval of the Decision indicating their commitment to implement it. A copy of the letter shall be sent to the office.  The names of the members that have committed themselves to a Decision will be published on the Office web site.
